NOTRA November 2, 2008 3 programs 350 m (modified**) drag lure all breeds except IWs boxed* 

* Box dimensions: 36” tall, 16” wide, 48” deep
** Track will be a 350 meter distance run on a portion of a 440 yard permanent track. Turn radius will be that of the 440.
Eligibility to enter: All racers must be one year of age or older on the day of the meet. FTE’s must have LGRA/NOTRA number in order to enter. Please see www.notraracing.org and www.lgra.org for information on how to obtain a number. 
Additional requirements:
LGRA: Racers that have a complete (no DNF, DQ or OC) meet in either a LGRA or NOTRA meet are eligible to enter. FTE’s are eligible for LGRA if they have been certified by a qualified race secretary. Qualification run must include running muzzled with another dog, preferably from a starting box and shall consist of 200 yards. Statement of certification must accompany entry.

NOTRA: Racers that have a complete (no DNF, DQ or OC) meet in either a LGRA or NOTRA meet are eligible to enter.
FTE’s are eligible to enter the NOTRA meet if they have been certified by a qualified race secretary. Qualification run must include running muzzled with another dog, preferably from a starting box and shall consist of at least 200 yards, including at least one turn. Statement of certification must accompany entry.

Special Attraction:

Seniors: 2 programs Saturday only. Racers may not be entered in regular meet and will not be eligible for points

Legends: 1 program Saturday only. Racers may not be entered in regular meet and will not be eligible for points.

Eligibility: At the owner’s discretion, racers 8 years and older (IW and SD 6 yrs) may be entered in either the senior class or the regular meet. Racers 10 years and older (IW and SD 8 yrs) may be entered in the legend class, the senior class or the regular meet.
Format: Seniors/Legends may be handslipped and/or run a shorter distance on a race by race basis if requested by all owners in a race.
